Happy New Year to Everyone! 
 
“Glory to God in the highest, Peace on earth, Goodwill to men!” has been echoing from radios, TV’s, commercial 
businesses and malls through loud speakers ever since Thanksgiving.  Amazingly, some non-Christian people from other 
countries visit the United States and other western countries at this time because they enjoy the celebrations and festivities so 
very much!  The famous song sums it all up, “Christmas is the best time of the year.”  As long as we remember and remind 
others of the profound truth that “Christ Jesus is the main reason for the season,” commercialism will be second place to the 
birthday of our Lord and its festivities. 

 
Spiritual Temperature of the USA 
To God be the glory for the multiplicity of blessings upon our nation.  I keep emphasizing that the bumper stickers which 
declare “God Bless America” should have “With Revival” added to them.  (I sing this loudly in airports, hotels and dining 
areas!)  God Almighty has bestowed on America every blessing any nation could ever imagine!  The blessing of revival is the 
only missing link.  Revival will bring us back to the foundation upon which America was built—faith in the Creator God and 
trust in our fellowman.  Righteousness has been replaced by selfish convictions of “I want my rights.”  Greed has 
overshadowed our financial philosophy so powerfully that the bottom line has become “What is in it for me” ideology.  Of 
course, morality has reached an all time low, galvanizing millions of Americans to wake up and shout, loudly and clearly, at 
the polls this past November 2, 2004, that “Yes, morality matters.”   

 
The deep down conviction of my heart that President George W. Bush was to win decisively was voiced over radio and TV 
interviews long before November 2nd.  Why?
